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At Dunston Hill Community Primary School we have developed a vision for ICT, which contains a specific view of how ICT might contribute to our School Improvement Plan. This vision will be further explored to develop an ICT specific vision for each subject.

Learners

We have embraced ICT and other emerging technologies, but see scope to develop the use of ICT still further. Provision of ICT facilities in the majority of classrooms will continue as will the resourcing of the ICT Suite. The school envisages greater use of ICT in self and peer evaluation, role play, multi-media recording, digital music production and editing, online internet presentation, collaborative group work, problem solving and the use of the interactive online curriculum management systems for all learners within and beyond the school and out in the community.

Specifically ICT in Dunston Hill Community Primary School will enable learners to;

· enhance, extend and enrich the learning process by, for example, providing access to expertise when a pupil needs it, offering the potential for effective group working and peer feedback and for collaboration and support within and beyond the classroom

· acquire important skills such as digital and visual literacy

· manage and maintain e-Portfolios

· study flexibly, when, where and in the way best suited to individual needs and preference, with smoother transitions between key stages

· access a wider learning and participation programme, particularly for pupils with special educational needs and disabilities and those unable to attend schools due to illness or disaffection with traditional teaching methods

· employ communication aids to ensure that ICT facilities are fully accessible to learners with special educational needs and disabilities

· make informed choices through greater access to information, guidance and support services

· utilise ICT to support the inclusion agenda

Home and Community

Dunston Hill Community Primary School values the unique strength and qualities of each of its pupils and recognises the importance of ICT in building intellectual and social capital so that  families are able to participate in the regeneration of their area.

In addition, ICT within the school should;

· enable parents to support their children when learning takes place at home, by providing access to teaching and learning materials, assessment and attendance data, from wherever this is needed

· allow parents/carers to become better informed, active participants in their children’s education through improved access to information and guidance relating to their school and learning opportunities in general

· enable parents to engage with wider school activities through online communication tools

· develop the school as the lead ICT-rich institution at the hub of community learning.

School Management and Staff
Teachers will continue to develop skills to make more imaginative use of ICT.
This combined with existing target setting, assessment and evaluation systems, will lead to sustainable improvements which will markedly influence key stage outcomes.

The senior management team and curriculum teams will support subject/team leaders in delivering their change agendas, facilitated by the innovative use of ICT in curriculum delivery and school management.

It is envisaged that ICT, within school management will enable us to;

· share information and good practice in networked learning communities

· streamline management information systems to facilitate effective cross-institution working

· provide anytime, anywhere seamless access to the appropriate data, resources and teaching and learning materials, for the whole school community

· support school leadership with intelligent information management systems to support better decision making

· make use of electronic communication to enable more efficient information flow within and between departments, schools and with other organisations such as LAs and the DfES

· communicate with parents/carers quickly and efficiently

· simplify the co-ordination of support for pupils through improved links to other organisations and agencies in the local community

· reduce administration and ease organisation

· enable the delivery of individual courses to be shared between institutions

· provide opportunities to access a wide range of resources, both in-house and external, to simplify the preparation and enrich the delivery of lessons

· automate the recording and reporting of learners’ attainment linked to lesson planning

· utilise effective, flexible, adaptive and powerful assessment and reporting tools which will make minimal demands on teaching and associate staff, improve understanding of the progress being made by all pupils

· allow more sophisticated use of learner data, including the matching of teaching and learning styles and the setting and tracking of individual learning goals

· ensure feedback to learners is evidence based, timely and aimed at increasing performance

· allow staff to access communication, learner management and planning tools outside school

· help teachers to develop and manage learning beyond the classroom and beyond the school day, reinforcing synergies between home, the community and the school

· ensure that ICT is usable and reliable so that pupils and teachers have the confidence to use it for the majority of their work
