We are sorry for any inconvenience caused by last week’s school closures. The decision to close was taken on a day-to-day basis and was primarily on health and safety grounds i.e. staff unable to get to work due to impassable roads, insufficient number of staff in attendance to manage the pupils’ safety, access road into school closed, side roads and pathways around school dangerous etc. 
We intend to reopen as normal tomorrow (Monday) – a snow plough is due on site later this morning to clear the access road around the Lifelong Learning Centre and the staff car parks and the facilities management team have been busy clearing the pathways.
